1 	RULES
All races will be conducted under the following:

1.1 	The Current Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS) of the International Sailing Federation (ISAF). (Except as altered by the Sailing Instructions or this Notice of Race).

1.2	The Racing Rules 1.4   The Racing Rules changes as follows:
        a)  Outside Help (Radio or General Assistance): When electronic or verbal instructions are used to assist sailors, assistance shall be limited to safety and direction. This amends RRS 41.
         b)  Informing the Protestee: The hail “Protest “is not required but should be made where possible. This amends RRS 61.1(a)
         c)   Protest Hearing: A representative at a protest hearing need not have been on board at the time of the incident, This amends RRS 63.3 (a)



2 	ADVERTISING 

2.1  	Boats may be required to display advertising material chosen and supplied by the organizing authority.  

3 	ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY 
The Championship is open to members of the Australian Access Class Association that fulfil the following requirements: 

3.1 	Each helmsperson shall be a financial member of a Sailability group.

3.2    Eligible classes:  HANSA 2.3 and HANSA 303


3.3     Racing will be conducted in the following divisions, providing there are 3 or more
         entries for the division.

          Div 1 HANSA 2.3 – Single person / servo – Assisted (will be incorporated to this division)
          Div 2 HANSA 2.3 – Doubles 
          Div 3 HANSA 303 – Single person 
          Div 4 HANSA 303 – Doubles 


3.4    Divisions may be created or abandoned at the discretion of the Race Committee

3.5	Each participating boat shall be insured with valid third-party liability insurance with a minimum cover of $10,000,000 per event. The Insurance Company and certificate of currency or policy number shall be recorded on the Organizing Authority’s entry form.

3.6	Eligible boats may enter by completing the entry form attached and sending it, together with the required fee, to the Sailability NSW – Illawarra Secretary, 97 Ocean St WINDANG 2528 prior to 1700hrs on Thursday 16th November 2017

3.7   Late Entries will be accepted up to close of registration. A late entry fee may be charged and Polo Shirt sizes could be restricted.


4 	FEES
4.1	Non-refundable entry fee is $65 per Skipper and $65 per crew (inc. GST). (The entry fee includes one polo shirt and one Saturday night dinner).

4.2    A late entry fee of an additional $20 may apply to all entries received after1700hrs on Thursday 6th February 2014.

5.1 	The 2017 Sailability Southern Cross International Championships will consist of Five (5) races scheduled over two (2) days of racing - Saturday 25th to Sunday 26th November 2017.

5.4 	No warning signal will be made after 1730hrs on Saturday 25th November and 1530hrs on Sunday 26th November. 

6     MEASUREMENT & SAFETY
6.1 	Measurement and Safety checks may be carried out at any time. A boat notified of an inspection will follow the instructions of the Race Committee. 

7 	SAILING INSTRUCTIONS
7.1 	Sailing Instructions will be available upon registration at the Illawarra Yacht Club.


8 	RACING AREA 
8.1 	The races will be conducted on Lake Illawarra off Illawarra Yacht Club. Competitors are advised that the water south of the green cones in front of the club is shallow. 

9 	COURSES 
9.1   Race courses will as described in the Sailing Instructions.
 
10 	PENALTY SYSTEMS
10.1 Rule 44.1 is changed so that the Two Turns Penalty is replaced by a One Turn Penalty. 

11 	SCORING 
11.1   Five (5) races are scheduled of which Three (3) completed races are required to constitute the Championship. 

11.2   Each boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores, discarding her worst score after five (5) races are completed. 

11.3   The Low points score system as described in RRS 2017-2020

11.4   The winner will be determined by the best Scratch results                                                                

12 	SUPPORT BOATS 
12.1 Restrictions on Support Boats shall apply as described in the Sailing Instructions


13 	PRIZES 
13.1   2017 Sailability Southern Cross International Championships prizes may be awarded to boats placed first to third overall. 

13.2   Other Prizes may be awarded at the Race Committees discretion

13.3   Trophies and Prizes will be presented at the Presentation.


14 	BERTHS 
14.1   The Illawarra Yacht Club has pontoons and a jetty available.

14.2   2.3 and 303 dinghies can be stored overnight on the rigging lawn in front of the club

14.3  Trailers may be stored at the IYC as directed.
